Dr. Del Mueller is the author of a delightful, interesting, and informative book entitled:
Narratives of the Nativity. This book could prove to be the perfect Christmas gift for any
Christian who has wondered what the birth of Jesus was really like; what Mary and Joseph were
thinking; why they choose to do as they did; and how God guided their choices. As one reads
Narratives of the Nativity, the thoughts and actions of key witnesses to the events surrounding
Jesus’ birth take on a new reality.

A school/church selects a project such as: SMART BOARD FUND RAISER. LEA provides the
school/church with advertisement materials in the form of flyers for distribution to student-
parents and church members. The school/church promotes the sale of the book using the
provided flyers, “in-house” created posters, and other vehicles chosen by the school/church.

You may choose one of three options to promote sales:

Option 1: The promotional flyers LEA provides for distribution include an order form listing the
price of the books with postage, administrative, and handling charges added. The purchaser
mails the completed order form with a check to LEA. LEA mails the book(s) to the purchaser.
Your primary commitment is promotion.

The book’s listed retail price is $12.99. % of each book sale [$6.49] for the FUND RAISER is
credited to LEA to cover the wholesale purchase price of the book, postage, handling, and
administrative costs associated with promoting and processing the book’s retail sale. The second
Y [$6.50] is credited to the school/church’s FUNDRAISER. The check will be forwarded to the
partner school/church upon final receipt of all funds.

Postage, handling, and shipping costs for each book are added to the purchase price of the book.
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Option 2: Request a bulk shipment of books from LEA and you sell the books or take orders for
them.

A. Purchase in bulk, then offer books for sale:

Set up a kiosk. Sell books directly to individuals at various times such as
following worship services. The flyers you receive from LEA will promote sales
by you rather than through mail order from LEA.

B. Take Orders —then submit a bulk purchase:
Solicit orders for books. The flyers you receive from LEA will promote sales by
you rather than through mail order from LEA; the purchasers would write a
check to your school/church. At completion of the promotional time, you
request from LEA a shipment of the total number of book orders you have
received.

Upon receipt of a check to LEA for the number of books desired, the specified
number of books [25 or more] will be shipped directly to you from the
publisher, postage paid, for distribution by you.

For both choices, 2A or 2B, the check total shall be based on $6.50 per book requested. [Such an
arrangement will eliminate the added cost to the purchaser for postage, administration, and
handling.]

Option 3: Select both options 1 and 2A. You may choose to sell a limited number of books
directly from your school/church; thus saving postage, etc., costs; and also encourage persons
to purchase books using the mail order form on the back of the flyer you will receive from LEA.

The bottom line is this: LEA’s costs are covered and the school/church gets project money. The author
has the gift of satisfaction that he has in some small way helped God’s schools and churches. It should
prove to be a win/win situation.
